FROM THE PASTOR

Christ is Risen

Today we celebrate the most important day in the year
for us as Christians, the moment when Jesus rose from
the dead and destroyed the power of sin and death. We

celebrate the beginning of a new creation.

In the old Testament, 40 was the significant number, 40
years the people of Israel wandered in the desert, 40
days Jesus spent in the desert. As the sign on the new
life, we celebrate 50. The Faster Season runs for 50
days, from Easter to Pentecost (April 21- June 9).
During this time we focus on the newness of the life in
Christ and you will notice that there are no readings
from the Old Testament, even for Weddings and Funer-

als.

Here at St. Augustine, we would also like to use this
time to look forward to the new Pastoral Year that be-
gins July 1. How can we carry out our mission as
Church, to draw people closer to Christ, to call them to
holiness?

We do this in four ways. 1) We proclaim the Good
News and provide resources to help people deepen
their understanding of the faith. 2) We incorporate peo-
ple into the Body of Christ, the Church, so that every
person knows that they are truly a member of the body.
3) We celebrate the sacraments in which we receive the
grace of God, and other liturgies with the reverence and
attention they deserve. 4) And we serve our brothers
and sisters in need.

Over the next 50 days, I would ask each of you to pray
for our parish, and help us discern so that by Sunday
June 9, Watch the bulletin board in the Information
Center as the plan develops. And talk to the deacons,
talk to the staff, talk to the leaders of our various
groups. Your input is essential to our Parish Pastoral
Plan 2020.

CHRISTIAN FORMATION

Q&A: SACRAMENTS FOR CHILDREN AND YOUTH

Q: When are registrations for sacramental preparation and reli-
gious education programs? A: Registration for sacramental prepa-
ration and religious education for children and youth takes place in
June, July and August until we’ve reached capacity and classes begin
in September. Mark your calendar for registrations on Sunday, June 9
after all the masses in Rm 18/19. Stay tuned for additional dates in
July and August.

Q: Do I have to be a registered member of the parish to register
my children for these programs? A: We recommend registering in
the parish if you wish to participate in parish programs but it isn’t re-
quired in order to register your children for sacramental preparation or
religious education.

Q: At what age can my child prepare to receive his/her first holy
Communion? A: Children who have been Baptized Catholic and
have turned 7 years of age can enroll y the program of preparation for
first Communion (when about to enter second grade).

Q: At what age can I register my son/daughter for Confirmation?
A: The bishop of a diocese sets the age at which Catholics in his dio-
cese may receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. Currently in the dio-
cese of Richmond, the bishop has set the age at which someone may
register for the preparation program for the Sacrament of Confirmation
as 15 (minimum), the year one is entering 10" grade (sophomore year).
Other requirements include being a Baptized Catholic and having re-
ceived Communion.

ACTIVITY OF THE WEEK: Choose one of the following
activities as a way to further reflect on the Sunday readings:

e  FEaster is a time to celebrate new life. Plan an Easter egg hunt for
all ages of the family. Fill plastic eggs with candy and put slips of
paper containing uplifting Bible verses in some of the eggs. Have
anyone who finds an egg with a Bible verse open it up and share
what is written on the slip of paper.

e  Decorate an Easter candle to reflect the resurrection of Jesus. Let
everyone contribute in some way. Use the candle as a table cen-
terpiece and light it every evening during the Easter Season.

e Make Easter bread together as a family. Before placing the bread
in the oven, thank God for sending Jesus and for all of the bless-
ings bestowed on your family.

e  Color Easter eggs as a family and discuss their meaning. Point out
that an egg is hard like a tomb but it also gives new life. As the
activity is in process, discuss what is new in your life.

R: Recomendamos inscribirse en la pa-
rroquia si desea participar en los programas de la parroquia, pero ser
miembro inscrito no es requisito para anotar a los hijos para la prepara-
cion sacramental.

P: ;A qué edad puedo inscribir a mi hijo/a para la primera Comu-
nion? R: Nifios que han sido bautizados Catdlicos y han cumplido 7
afios de edad pueden ser inscritos para la preparacion para recibir su
primera Comunion (cuando van a empezar el segundo grado).

P: (A qué edad puedo inscribir a mi hijo/a para la Confirmacién?

R: El obispo de una didcesis es quien determina la edad a la cual los
Catolicos de su didcesis pueden recibir el Sacramento de la Confirma-
cion. En la didcesis de Richmond, corrientemente, la pdliza del obispo es
que para inscribirse en un programa de formacion para la Confirmacion,
uno debe tener 15 afios (minimo) y entrar en el 10° afio de la escuela
(10th grade/sophomore year).
