FROM THE PASTOR

As | wrote in my last article, prayer should be the true beginning
of everything we do. As we begin our second year together as a
parish family, there is one thing that every member of this parish
can do every day. It costs nothing. And you can do it anywhere
at any time. Pray for our parish. Once per day, say a prayer for
our parish. St. Augustine taught that we do not need to explain to
God specifically what we need. He knows what we need before
we ask. So you can offer any prayer: the Our Father, the Hail
Mary, or one of many prayers attributed to St. Augustine. Here is

one of the most famous:

Breathe in me O Holy Spirit, that my thoughts may all be holy.
Act in me O Holy Spirit, that my work, too, may be holy.
Draw my heart O Holy Spirit, that | love but what is holy.

Strengthen me O Holy Spirit, to defend all that is holy.

Guard me, then, O Holy Spirit, that | always may be holy. Amen.

CHRISTIAN FORMATION

Q&A: SACRAMENTS FOR CHILDREN AND YOUTH

Q: When are registrations for sacramental preparation and reli-
gious education programs? A: Registration for sacramental prepa-
ration and religious education for children and youth takes place in
June, July and August until we’ve reached capacity and classes begin
in September. Mark your calendar for registrations on Tuesday, August
13 from 6:30PM to 8:00PM (in the Commons) and Sunday, August
25 from 9:30am-6:00pm (in Rm 18/19). These are the LAST regis-
tration dates!!

Q: Do I have to be a registered member of the parish to register
my children for these programs? A: We recommend registering in
the parish if you wish to participate in parish programs but it isn’t re-
quired in order to register your children for sacramental preparation or
religious education.

Q: At what age can my child prepare to receive his/her first holy
Communion? A: Children who have been Baptized Catholic and
have turned 7 years of age can enroll y the program of preparation for
first Communion (when about to enter second grade).

Q: At what age can I register my son/daughter for Confirmation?
A: The bishop of a diocese sets the age at which Catholics in his dio-
cese may receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. Currently in the dio-
cese of Richmond, the bishop has set the age at which someone may
register for the preparation program for the Sacrament of Confirmation
as 15 (minimum), the year one is entering 10™ grade (sophomore
year). Other requirements include being a Baptized Catholic and
having received Communion.

ACTIVITY OF THE WEEK: Choose one of the following
activities as a way to further reflect on the Sunday readings:

e In the Gospel reading for Sunday, we learn the prayer that Jesus
taught us, the Lord's Prayer. Sometime during this week, use the
Lord’s Prayer as part of your before-meal prayer. Join hands
around the table when you pray it.

e Pray the Lord's Prayer slowly and meditatively. Talk about what
each petition means to you. Remind family members that this is
the prayer Jesus himself taught us to pray. Express to your chil-
dren the value of praying together as a family, as a community of
believers, and as individuals. Remind family members that pray-
ing does not mean always asking God for something. Sometimes
it means being silent and listening to what God is speaking to you.

e Make a prayer list for your refrigerator door. Ask everyone to add
their requests to the list. Include these intentions in your family
prayer.

e Talk about what members of your family pray for. Other than
personal matters, does anyone pray for the welfare of your parish,
town, state, or nation? Why or why not? Do we really believe our
prayers make a difference? Does anyone have examples of how
prayer has made a difference in his or her life?
