CHRISTIAN FORMATION

Q&A: SACRAMENTS FOR CHILDREN AND YOUTH

Q: When are registrations for sacramental preparation and reli-
gious education programs? A: Registration for sacramental prepa-
ration and religious education for children and youth takes place in
June, July and August until we’ve reached capacity and classes begin
in September. Mark your calendar for registrations on Tuesday, August
13 from 6:30PM to 8:00PM (in the Commons) and Sunday, August
25 from 9:30am-6:00pm (in Rm 18/19). These are the LAST regis-
tration dates!!

Q: Do I have to be a registered member of the parish to register
my children for these programs? A: We recommend registering in
the parish if you wish to participate in parish programs but it isn’t re-
quired in order to register your children for sacramental preparation or
religious education.

Q: At what age can my child prepare to receive his/her first holy
Communion? A: Children who have been Baptized Catholic and
have turned 7 years of age can enroll y the program of preparation for
first Communion (when about to enter second grade).

Q: At what age can I register my son/daughter for Confirmation?
A: The bishop of a diocese sets the age at which Catholics in his dio-
cese may receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. Currently in the dio-
cese of Richmond, the bishop has set the age at which someone may
register for the preparation program for the Sacrament of Confirmation
as 15 (minimum), the year one is entering 10" grade (sophomore
year). Other requirements include being a Baptized Catholic and
having received Communion.

ACTIVITY OF THE WEEK: Choose one of the following
activities as a way to further reflect on the Sunday readings:

e  (Create a “Household Values” statement. Discuss the family’s
priorities and values. Identify values that are most important to the
household and write them down. Are the family members’ priori-
ties in line with God’s teaching or do they need some adjusting?
Keep the written statement in your home as a reminder for the
family of what is really important in life.

e  Reflect on how you can use your possessions, money and gifts in
the service of God and neighbor. What organizations in your com-
munity are helping those in need? Get involved with this group!

e  Plan a family fun time together—a whole day if possible. Go
fishing, bowling, or skating; go out for pizza. Let it be a time
when family members can forget their other concerns and simply
enjoy each other. Talk about what each family member has
learned lately or accomplished lately or done lately.

e Together with your children sort through your cupboards. Make a
commitment in advance that you and your children will donate to
a food bank things from the cupboard which would be appropri-
ate. Discuss with your children that this is part of what Jesus
meant when he said, “Share your gifts with others.”
