FROM THE PASTOR

Week of Prayer for Christian Unity

This year we having been celebrating the week of prayer for
Christian Unity from Tuesday January 18 — January 25.

In the Gospel of John’s, Jesus’s great final prayer before he
going to the cross was “that they may be one”. In our Creed
we proclaim the Church to be ONE, holy, Catholic and
apostolic. Any yet that is not what we see.

We can forget that for most of the first 1000 years of
Christianity, despite arguments, the Church was in fact one.
November 21, 1964 the Second Vatican Council published
Unitatis Redintegratio, the decree on Ecumenism. 47 years
later it is worth rereading.

First, we refer to other Christians as “separated brothers
and sisters” (fratres seiunctos). We recognize as valid the
baptism of those who are baptized with water and the
trinitarian formula and they are to some degree a part of
the Church.

Secondly, we should not lump them all into one group as if
they were all the same. Each Church or Eccesial Community
must be understood according to the degree that it holds to
the revealed truths of the Christian Faith.

At the same time we must acknowledge, as the council said,
“we believe them to be deficient in some respects” (UR 3).
We should not pretend that the deficiencies do not exist.

We believe “the Catholic Church has been endowed with

all divinely revealed truth and with all means of grace” and
therefore strive to restore the unity of the Church established
by Christ.

In a time in which many believe that truth is subjective, that
each person can have their own truth. The Church continues
to proclaim our belief that the deepest Truth is the truth reveal
in Jesus Christ, and handed on to His one, holy catholic and
apostolic Church.

Let us continue to pray that all may come to embrace the unity
of that Church.

Este afio hemos estado celebrando la semana de oracién por la
Unidad de los Cristianos del martes 18 al 25 de enero.

En el Evangelio de Juan, la gran oracién final de Jesuis antes de
ir a la cruz fue “que sean uno”. En nuestro Credo proclamamos
que la Iglesia es UNA, santa, catdlica y apostolico. Sin embargo,
eso no es lo que vemos.

Podemos olvidar que durante la mayor parte de los primeros
1000 afios del Cristianismo, a pesar de los argumentos, la Iglesia
era de hecho uno. El 21 de noviembre de 1964 el Concilio
Vaticano II publicé Unitatis Redintegratio, el decreto sobre el
Ecumenismo. 47 afios después vale la pena releetlo.

Primero, nos referimos a otros cristianos como “hermanos

y hermanas separados” (fratres seiunctos). Reconocemos como
valida el bautismo de los que son bautizados con agua y la
férmula trinitaria y son hasta cierto punto una parte de

la Iglesia.

En segundo lugar, no deberfamos agruparlos a todos en un solo
grupo como si fueran todos iguales. Cada Iglesia o Comunidad
Eclesial debe ser entendida segtn el grado en que se adhiere a
las verdades reveladas de la Fe Cristiana.

Al mismo tiempo debemos reconocer, como dijo el concilio,
“los creemos deficientes en algunos aspectos” (UR 3).

No debemos pretender que las deficiencias no existen.
Creemos que “la Iglesia Catdlica ha sido dotada con toda la
verdad divinamente revelada y con todos los medios de la
gracia” y por lo tanto, se esfuerza por restaurar la unidad de
la Iglesia establecida por Cristo.

En una época en la que muchos creen que la verdad es
subjetiva, que cada uno puede tener su propia verdad. La Iglesia
continua proclamando nuestra creencia de que la Verdad mas
profunda es la verdad revelada en Jesucristo, y transmitida a

Su unica, santa Iglesia catélica y apostélica.

Sigamos orando para que todos lleguen a abrazar la unidad de
esa Iglesia.

that they meet the following requirements. That you are:

= Atleast 16 years old

= A Baptized Catholic who has been Confirmed and has

received the blessed Eucharist

Not bound by a canonical penalty

Godparents may be single or married (not necessarily

married to each other).

= Leading a life of faith befitting the role to be undertaken

(for example, regularly attending Sunday Mass; if married,

not just civilly but in a marriage recognized by the Catholic

Church; if single, not living with a partner)

Not a parent of the child

You may have 2 godparents (one male, one female);

you need at least 1 godparent (either male or female).

= You may have 1 Catholic godparent (who fulfills the above
requirements) and 1 Christian witness (who is Baptized but
not Catholic).

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Q: Can I get married in the Church if I have not been
Confirmed?

A: If you are a Baptized Catholic, you can get married in

the Catholic Church, even if you have not yet received the
Sacrament of Confirmation. That said, the Church encourages
you to prepare for Confirmation and receive the Sacrament if
doing so is not overly burdensome.
