Q: What are the requirements for godparents (for Baptism
and/or Confirmation)?

A: Those who will be godparents must sign a form attesting

that they meet the following requirements. That you are:

= Atleast 16 years old

= A Baptized Catholic who has been Confirmed and has

received the blessed Eucharist

Not bound by a canonical penalty

Godparents may be single or married (not necessarily

married to each other).

= Leading a life of faith befitting the role to be undertaken

(for example, regularly attending Sunday Mass; if married,

not just civilly but in a marriage recognized by the Catholic

Church; if single, not living with a partner)

Not a parent of the child

You may have 2 godparents (one male, one female);

you need at least 1 godparent (either male or female).

= You may have 1 Catholic godparent (who fulfills the above
requirements) and 1 Christian witness (who is Baptized but
not Catholic).

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Q: Can I get married in the Church if I have not been
Confirmed?

A: If you are a Baptized Catholic, you can get married in

the Catholic Church, even if you have not yet received the
Sacrament of Confirmation. That said, the Church encourages
you to prepare for Confirmation and receive the Sacrament if
doing so is not overly burdensome.

The Transfiguration reveals Jesus as the Son of God —but this isn’t for Jesus’s sake. He already knows his identity. Instead, the
Transfiguration is a gift for His apostles. Just before the Lord’s entry into Jerusalem, where He will suffer His passion and death,
He gives Peter, John, and James a glimpse of His glory and the truth of who He is. It is this experience of His glory and the conviction
that He is the Son of God that will sustain these apostles at their darkest hour —in John's case, at the foot of the Cross, and for Peter,
in the aftermath of his denial of Christ.

The Transfiguration is a gift for us as well. We're on our own journey with Jesus towards Jerusalem, as we move into the second week of

Lent. Jesus reminds of His glory, and His power over death, just as the going can get a little tough for us —when the Lenten practices and

penances we committed to so eagerly just over a week ago can begin to feel like burdens. By revealing His power and glory, Jesus shows

us that He isn’t a prize we'll receive on the other side of Easter, but He’s a presence that will be with us throughout the journey —
including in our Lenten “darkest hours!”

One practice we're emphasizing as a parish this Lent is almsgiving — especially giving to our Annual Diocesan Appeal.

The Transfiguration helps us see that when we pick up our cross through our giving —especially when it involves some sacrifice on our
part — we are not alone. We're with Jesus, the Lord of Life. Let's meditate upon the Transfiguration and see how we might be moved to
give in light of the truth of who Jesus is and His closeness to us.

y muerte, El muestra a Pedro, Juan y a Santiago una mirada de Su gloria y la verdad acerca de quien es El. Esta experiencia de Su
gloria y la conviccién de que El es el Hijo de Dios es lo que sustentara a estos discipulos en sus horas mas negras. En el caso de Juan,
es al pie de la cruz y para Pedro, es después de haber negado a Cristo.

La Transfiguracion es también un regalo para nosotros. Al entrar a la segunda semana de cuaresma, nosotros nos encontramos
caminando con Jesus hacia Jerusalén. Jests nos recuerda de Su gloria y Su poder sobre la muerte justo cuando las cosas se pondran
dificiles para nosotros. Comenzamos a sentir el peso de las précticas cuaresmales y de la penitencia las que hace solo una semana nos
comprometimos con entusiasmo. Al revelar Su poder y gloria, Jestis nos muestra que El no es el premio que rec1b1remos en la Pascua,
sino que El es la presencia que estara con nosotros a lo largo de nuestro caminar, atin en las “horas mas oscuras” de nuestra

Cuaresma.

Una de las précticas que estamos enfatizando como parroquia en esta cuaresma es la “limosna” especialmente donando a nuestra
Campaiia Anual Diocesana. La Transfiguracion nos ayuda a ver que cuando tomamos nuestra cruz por medio de nuestra donacién,
especialmente si incluye sacrificio de nuestra parte, no estamos solos, estamos con Jests, el Sefior de la Vida. Meditemos sobre la
Transfiguraciéon y veamos como podemos ser movidos a donar en honor a la verdad de quien es Jestis y Su cercania con nosotros.
