CHRISTIAN FORMATION
Who is Saint Augustine?

Saint Augustine of Hippo was born on November 13, 354 in the
city of Tagaste, located in North Africa, in what would now be
Algeria. Her parents were Patricio, a Roman citizen, and Mon-
ica, a Christian woman of proven virtue who would also attain
sainthood through her self-sacrifice and perseverance, praying
and fighting for the conversion of her husband and her son, Au-
gustine.

During his youth, Augustine gave himself up to worldly pleas-
ures. He lived with a woman for fourteen years, with whom he
had a son named Adeodatus, who died at a very young age.

Augustine, before his conversion to Christianity, had claimed to
be a man of fame and prestige. Without a doubt, his brilliance
and exceptional intelligence helped him to become a great
teacher, speaker and speech writer. He embraced various types
of doctrines and beliefs, and for many years was linked to the
sect of the Manichaeans until he met St. Ambrose, Bishop of
Milan, whose testimony of wisdom and rhetorical skill im-
pressed him like nothing had before. Providentially, Augustine
was able to recognize in that holy man both the light of Truth
that was missing in his life and, by contrast, the darkness into
which his had descended.

One day, when Augustine was in a garden, plunged into a deep
melancholy, he heard the voice of a child who told him: "Take
and read; take and read." The Saint opened a Bible that he had
next to him and read the first passage on which his eyes rested,
chapter 13 of Saint Paul's letter to the Romans, which said:

"let us conduct ourselves properly as in the day, not in orgies
and drunkenness, not in promiscuity and licentiousness, ... But
put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the
desires of the flesh." (Rom 13:13-14). That text strengthened his
conversion process and from that moment on he resolved to
remain chaste and give his life to Christ.

In the year 387, Augustine was baptized together with his son;
he was 33 years old. He always considered that his conversion
was late and that he had wasted a good part of his life looking
for truth and meaning in things with only surface beauty and
appeal that lacked the substance to satisfy his hunger. The death
of his mother, Saint Monica, that same year, left him with a
great disappointment. Augustine had finally become aware of
all the love and commitment that his mother had put into mak-
ing him change his life and receive Christ. ...

Back in Africa, the Saint set out to lead a life of meditation and
prayer. However, God had other plans for him.

One day, attending the Eucharist in Hippo, he was questioned
by Bishop Valerius, who had already received news about his
conversion. Then, Valerius told him that he urgently needed a
priest to assist him in his pastoral assignment. Although he did
not like the idea initially, Augustine took that question as a call
from the Lord.

Thus, after the indicated time and preparation, he was ordained
a priest; and, five years later, bishop. He governed the diocese
of Hippo for 34 years, using his intellectual and spiritual gifts to
attend to the needs of the flock that God had entrusted to him.

He fought the heresies of his time, debated currents contrary to
the faith, attended several bishops' councils in Africa and con-
stantly traveled preaching the Gospel. He could not prevent his
dedication to his episcopal work from forging great prestige for
him inside and outside the Church, especially for his lucidity,
courage and wisdom.

In August 430 he fell ill and on the 28th of that month he passed
away. His body was initially buried in Hippo, but was later
transferred to Pavia, Italy.

FORMACION CRISTIANA

., Quién es San Agustin?

San Agustin de Hipona naci6 el 13 de noviembre del afio 354 en la
ciudad de Tagaste, ubicada al norte de Africa, en lo que hoy seria
Argelia. Sus padres fueron Patricio, un ciudadano romano, y Moéni-
ca, una mujer cristiana de probada virtud que también alcanzaria la
santidad por su abnegacion y perseverancia, rezando y luchando
por la conversion de su esposo y de su hijo, Agustin.

Durante su juventud, Agustin se entregd a una vida libertina, dada a
los placeres mundanos. Convivié con una mujer durante catorce
afios, con la que tuvo un hijo de nombre Adeodato, que muri6 sien-
do muy joven.

Agustin, antes de su conversion al cristianismo, tuvo la pretension
de ser un hombre de fama y prestigio. Sin duda, su brillantez e inte-
ligencia excepcional lo ayudaron a convertirse en un gran orador.
Abraz diversos tipos de doctrinas y creencias, y por largos afios
estuvo vinculado a la secta de los maniqueos hasta que conocid a
San Ambrosio, obispo de Milan, cuyo testimonio de sabiduria y
habilidad retdrica lo dejaron impresionado como nada lo habia he-
cho antes. Providencialmente, Agustin pudo reconocer en aquel
hombre santo tanto la luz de la Verdad que faltaba en su vida co-
mo, por contraste, la oscuridad en la que se encontraba la suya.

Un dia, cuando Agustin estaba en un jardin, sumido en una profun-
da melancolia, escucho la voz de un nifio que le decia : "Toma y
lee; toma y lee". El Santo abri6, como al azar, una biblia que tenia
al lado. Se encontr6 con el capitulo 13 de la carta de San Pablo a
los romanos que decia:

"Nada de comilonas ni borracheras, nada de lujurias y desenfre-
nos...revestios mas bien del Sefior Jesucristo y no os preocupéis de
la carne para satisfacer sus concupiscencias" (Rom 13,13-14).
Aquel texto afianzoé su proceso de conversion y desde ese momento
resolvid permanecer casto y entregar su vida a Cristo.

En el afio 387, Agustin fue bautizado junto a su hijo; tenia cumpli-
dos los 33 afios. Siempre considerd que su conversion fue tardia y
que desperdici6 buena parte de su vida buscando lo mas grande en
cosas que son pura apariencia. La muerte de su madre, Santa Moni-
ca, ese mismo afio, le dejé un gran sinsabor. Agustin habia tomado
conciencia por fin de todo el amor y empefo que habia puesto su
madre en que ¢l cambiase de vida y reciba a Cristo. ...

De regreso a Africa, el Santo se propuso llevar una vida de medita-
cion y oracion. Sin embargo, Dios tenia otros planes para €l.

Un dia, asistiendo a la Eucaristia en Hipona, fue interpelado por el
obispo Valerio, quien ya habia recibido noticias sobre su conver-
sion. Entonces, Valerio le dijo que necesitaba con urgencia un sa-
cerdote que lo asistiera en su encargo pastoral. Aunque la idea no le
agrado inicialmente, Agustin tomo aquel cuestionamiento como un
llamado del Sefior.

Asi, después del tiempo y la preparacion indicada, es ordenado
sacerdote; y, cinco afios después, obispo. Gobernd la didcesis de
Hipona por 34 anos, empleando sus dotes intelectuales y espiritua-
les para atender las necesidades del rebafio que Dios le habia enco-
mendado.

Combatio las herejias de su tiempo, debatid contra las corrientes
contrarias a la fe, acudio a varios concilios de obispos en Africa y
viajé constantemente predicando el Evangelio. No pudo evitar que
la entrega a su labor episcopal le forjara un gran prestigio dentro y
fuera de la Iglesia, especialmente por su lucidez, valor y sabiduria.

En agosto de 430 se enfermo y el dia 28 de aquel mes falleci6é. Su
cuerpo fue enterrado inicialmente en Hipona, pero luego fue trasla-
dado a Pavia, Italia.
