FROM THE PASTOR

LENT 2023

On February 22, we begin the Season of Lent. Now is the
time for us to begin to reflect on how we plan to live this
Season of Reconciliation.

Traditionally we mark the Season of Lent with three
penitential practices. These practices are taken from the
gospel of the day, Matthew Chapter 6. They are prayer,
fasting, and alms-giving.

As Christians, we should be taking time every day to

pray. During Lent, we may add something to our current
prayers, or we may simply continue we our current routine
but change the focus. The focus of our prayer should be
Penance, acknowledgement of our sins against God and
against neighbor during this past year. Secondly, once we
acknowledge the sin we should seek reconciliation with
God and neighbor. All of this should lead to true
conversion, a changing of how we think and act.

The second form of penance during Lent is fasting.
Perhaps this is the time to ask ourselves if we are overly
attached to something? Or is there something in our lives
that leads us to sin? If watching the news or reading your
favorite websites online makes you upset. Maybe they
need to go, for example. What can you let go of this year
that will best lead you to change?

Lastly, almsgiving, charity. Here we tend to think about
money but there are other ways of being charitable.
Suppose this year for Lent you decided that you were
going to be more charitable in speech and every day look
for opportunities to be uplifting and complimentary to
those around you.

We have 3 days to plan.

Q&A on Sacraments

Q: What are the requirements for godparents (for Bap-
tism and/or Confirmation)?

A: Those who will be godparents must sign a form attesting that
they meet the following requirements. That you are:
e Atleast 16 years old
e A Baptized Catholic who has been Confirmed and has re-
ceived the blessed Eucharist
e Not bound by a canonical penalty
e Godparents may be single or married (not necessarily mar-
ried to each other).
e If married, in a marriage recognized by the Catholic
Church (ie. not only civilly married)
e If single, not living with your partner (without being
married)
o Lecading a life of faith befitting the role to be undertaken (for
example, regularly attending Sunday Mass)
e Not a parent of the child
You may have 2 godparents (one male, one female); you need at
least 1 godparent (cither male or female).
You may have 1 Catholic godparent (who fulfills the above re-
quirements) and 1 Christian witness (who is a Baptized Christian
but not Catholic).
For infant Baptisms, godparents should attend the preparation
session with the parents.

Q: Can I get married in the Church if I have not been
Confirmed?

A: If you are a Baptized Catholic, you can get married in the
Catholic Chutch, even if you have not yet received the Sacrament
of Confirmation. That said, the Church encourages you to pre-
pare for Confirmation and receive the Sacrament if doing so is
not overly burdensome.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus gave a radical commandment — “When
someone strikes you on your right cheek, turn the other one to
him as well” (Matthew 5:39). Today, it is cliché and remains radi-
cal, because it has the power to change hearts and nations.

Ask Gandhi. Even though he wasn’t Catholic, Gandhi leveraged
the power of nonviolence to bring about a new kind of revolution.
His peaceful tactics inaugurated a massive movement which
eventually resulted in economic independence for India.

With that we might also reveal the power of such a disposition in
our lives! Christ himself did not hide his face “from insults and
spitting” (Isaiah 50:6). We all experience being “struck on the
cheek” in various ways. We want our parish and diocese to be a
haven where people can find the strength to face the evils in
their lives. When you support our Annual Diocesan Appeal, you
help increase our ability to heal and sustain the bruised and wea-
ry. Through your generosity of prayer, gifts, and good words, we
can continue to offer the bread of angels to the hungry and make
the Annual Appeal shine brightly! God bless you.
