FROM THE PASTOR

Starting Week Two

On the second Sunday of Lent, we are 10 days
into the season. Time to check on our progress.
Are we praying every day? Are we keeping what-
ever fast we set for ourselves? Are we practicing
some act of charity each and every day?

This Sunday’s gospel reminds us of the purpose
of all of the things we do during month: conver-
sion. In the gospel, we see Jesus externally trans-
formed. Jesus did not need to be internally trans-
formed. Jesus was perfect. We are not. In the way
that he was changed on the outside, we need to be
changed on the inside.

As we go through this second week of lent, as we
continue to pray fast and give alms perthaps now
is a good time to pause and assess. Where are the
places in your life where you most need to be
transformed by the grace of God?

When we are younger it is sometimes easier to
name our sins. As we age, we get better at con-
vincing ourselves that we may not be perfect but
our sins aren’t serious. It also becomes harder for
us to change.

In this second week let change be our focus. Let
us open our minds and hearts to be changed by

God.

Lastly, almsgiving, charity. Here we tend to think
about money but there are other ways of being
charitable. Suppose this year for Lent you decided
that you were going to be more charitable in
speech and every day look for opportunities to be
uplifting and complimentary to those around

you.
