FROM THE PASTOR

HOLY TIMES

As a child in the 1960’s, keeping the Sabbath was easy.
In Virginia, until 1988, there were “Blue Laws”. When I
was young almost all stores were closed and even certain
activities such as hunting were illegal on Sunday. We
thought about our clothes in three categories: clothes
for school, clothes for play, and clothes for church on
Sunday. Often that meant a suit (with a clip-on tie).

We would get up on Sunday morning, get dressed and
go to the Baptist Church. Sunday School at 10 am,
Worship at 11:00 am. Then we would come home for
Sunday Dinner. Normally the main meal was in the
evening, but Sunday Dinner took the place of Lunch.

All of these things made Sunday different from the rest
of the week. Sunday was a day apart. It was the Christian
Sabbath.

The world has changed. The culture has changed. Many
people are economically compelled to work on Sunday.
For most of the world Saturday is no different than any
other days.

As Christians, we still believe that we are required by
God’s law to set aside one day, The Lord’s Day. In 1998,
Pope St. John Paull IT wrote his Apostolic Letter “Dies
Domini” (On Keeping the Lord’s Day Holy/ Sobre la
Santificacion del Domingo).

In his Apostolic Letter, the Holy Father reminds us not
only of our obligation to attend mass on Sunday but he
reminds us how it is to be a “Day of Rest” and a “Day of
Solidary”, ““ an opportunity to devote themselves to works
of mercy, charity and apostolate.”

As we celebrate this Season of Lent, we should also be
thinking about how we will live when Lent is over. How
can we recover some sense of Sunday as different, as
special, as the Day of the Lord.

MENSAJE DEL PARROCO

TIEMPOS SAGRADOS

Cuando era nifio en la década de 1960, era facil guardar
el sabado. En Virginia, hasta 1988, existian las “Leyes
Azules”. Cuando yo era joven casi todas las tiendas
estaban cerradas e incluso ciertas actividades como la
caceria eran ilegales los domingos. Pensamos en nuestra
ropa en tres categotias: ropa para la escuela, ropa para
jugar y ropa para ir a la iglesia el domingo. A menudo,
eso significaba un traje (con una corbata con la presilla).

Nos levantabamos el domingo por la mafiana, nos
vestiamos e {bamos a la Iglesia Bautista. Escuela
Dominical a las 10 am, Adoracién a las 11:00 am. Luego
volviamos a casa para la cena del domingo. Normalmente,
la comida principal era por la noche, pero la cena del
domingo reemplazé al almuerzo.

Todas estas cosas hicieron que el domingo fuera diferente
al resto de la semana. El domingo fue un dfa aparte. Era el
sabado cristiano.

El mundo ha cambiado. La cultura ha cambiado. Muchas
personas se ven obligadas econdmicamente a trabajar los
domingos. Para la mayor parte del mundo, el sabado no es
diferente a cualquier otro dfa.

Como cristianos, todavia creemos que la ley de Dios nos
exige apartar un dia, el Dia del Sefior. En 1998, el Papa
San Juan Pablo II escribi6 su Carta Apostolica “Dies
Domini” (Sobre la Santificacion del Dia del Sefior/ Sobre
la Santificacién del Domingo).

En su Carta Apostolica, el Santo Padre nos recuerda no
s6lo nuestra obligacién de asistir a misa el domingo sino
que nos recuerda cémo debe ser un “Dia de Descanso” y
un “Dia de la Solidaridad”, “una oportunidad para
dedicarse a obras de misericordia, caridad y apostolado”.

Mientras celebramos esta temporada de Cuaresma,
también debemos pensar en como viviremos cuando
termine la Cuaresma. ¢Cémo podemos recuperar algun
sentido del domingo tan diferente, tan especial, como el
Dia del Sefior?




CHRISTIAN FORMATION
Activity of the Week: 3rd week of Lent

Choose one of the following activities as a way to further
reflect on the Sunday readings:

e The Samaritan woman felt free to change because she
felt that Jesus loved and accepted her. As a family, talk
about how we feel when someone in the family wants us to
change. Why does it help when you know that the one who
is making the request loves you? Why is it important for us
to affirm the good we see in one another? How does know-
ing Jesus help us to change for the better?

e Create a centerpiece for the dinner table on the theme
of water. You may want to use a dish of water, a flower to
float in the water, or a candle that floats in the water. Go
around the table and have family members answer this
question. How is Jesus satisfying a thirst of yours?

e Place a bowl of water in the center of a table in your
home. Form a circle around the bowl of water. Remind the
family of the story of Jesus and the Samaritan woman and
of Jesus’ statement that he will give us living water that
brings eternal life. Invite each family member to place his or
her hand in the water and bless him or herself. When every-
one has blessed themselves say: Let your Living Water re-
fresh our lives.

e Use the story of the woman at the well to show how
Jesus accepted the outcast. Discuss with your family: Who
are the outcasts and strangers who live in our community?
What does it mean to welcome them, and accept them for
who they are?
