FROM THE PASTOR

Art Changes

You may have noticed some changes in the
artwork around the Church. During the moving
of all the furniture back into the church after the
installation of the new floor, the old picture of
St. Augustine was broken.

I wanted to take a moment and explain the
choices and positions of the current pictures.

The largest image in the church is, of course,

the crucifix, Our Lord Jesus Christ Crucified.

As many of you know it was painted by one of
the Comboni sisters who lived here in Richmond.

The second largest is the image of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, the mother of our Lord, and the
patroness of the United States of America.
She is in the center as you face the doors and
elevated above the other images.

In third place is the patron saint of the parish,
St. Augustine of Hippo. While lower than the
Blessed Virgin Mary, the image is a reproduction
on canvas of a famous painting. As patron saint
of the parish, he outranks any other saints whose
images we wish to display.

Across from our patron and framed the same size
for balance is a reproduction of a photo of St.
Oscar Romero imparting his blessing on the

people.

Smaller and lower than all the saints are the
Holy Father, Pope Francis, and the Bishop of
Richmond, The Most Rev. Barry C. Knestout.

Hopefully, this explains the logic of both the size
and the placement of the images around the
church.

Mas pequefios y mas bajos que todos los santos
son el Santo Padre, el Papa Francisco, y el
Obispo de Richmond, el Reverendisimo

Barry C. Knestout.

Con suerte, esto explica la logica tanto del tamano
como de la ubicacion de las imagenes alrededor
de la iglesia.

Q: How do I go about scheduling a Baptism for my child?
A: To request the Sacrament of Baptism for your child who is 6
years old or younger:

e Complete an information form which you can obtain either
by stopping by the office or by contacting Sandra Chicas as
schicas@staugustinerva.org

e Once you have turned in your information form, Ms. Chicas
will let you know available dates for Baptism and for the
Baptismal Preparation session.

e  Parents and godparents must attend a Baptism preparation
session

e  Godparents must provide a godparent form attesting that
they fulfill the requirements to be Baptismal Godparents. If
they are from St. Augustine’s, they can stop by the office to
complete and sign the form or they can complete and sign
the form when they come to the Baptismal preparation ses-
sion. If they are not from St. Augustine’s, they should con-
tact their parish and explain that they have been asked to be
Baptismal Godparents and have been asked to provide a
form attesting that they fulfill the requirements; their parish
will be able to provide a form which they can forward.

e  Baptisms are typically celebrated in English on the first Sun-
day of the month after the 9am Mass.

If your child is 7 years old or older, s/he is considered to be of
age to prepare for the Sacraments of Initiation you will need to
register your child for the preparation program when registrations
are held for Sacramental Preparation and Religious Education
programs for children and youth in the Summer month (typically
July and August until full). Registration dates are announced in
May.
