FROM THE PASTOR

Ministry of the Deacon

In the first reading this weekend, we hear the story of
the beginnings of the ministry of the deacon. The word
deacon comes from the Greek word for service, diakonia.

As we are told in the Acts of the Apostles, the ministry
was born of a cultural conflict. While all the original
disciples were Jews, some spoke Aramaic like Jesus,
others spoke Greek. Not only were their languages
different, but their cultures were different. The Greek
speakers claimed that their widows were not being
treated equal to the Aramaic speakers. And so, the
Apostles, exercising their role as leaders determined
that a new ministry should be established. The Greek-
speakers should nominate seven of their own who would
be responsible for making sure that the needs of the
Greek-speaking widows would be met. The Apostles
could then focus on preaching and teaching.

Over the centuries, the ministry had gradually

become nothing more than a step on the way to priestly
ordination. In 1972, Pope Paul VI revived the ministry as
one of the three orders in the Church. All those who wish
to become priests must first be ordained deacons. These
we call transitional deacons. There are also those who are
ordained to serve as permanent deacons. Like priests they
are ordained not to serve a particular parish, but to serve
the entire diocese. At ordination, they take the same
promise of respect and obedience to the Bishop, and his
SUCCESsofs.

In our 50 years as a parish, three men from the parish
have been ordained to serve as permanent deacons.

Today, as we recall the history of the ministry, the Church
invites mature men of faith to consider the possibility that
God is calling them to service as a permanent deacon.

In the Diocese of Richmond those secking to be deacons
should be at least 31 years old and a citizen or permanent
resident of the US at the time they are admitted to the
formation program. They should have received Baptism,
Confirmation, and Eucharist and be active members of
the parish.

IS GOD CALLING YOU TO BE A DEACON?

MENSAJE DEL PARROCO

Ministerio del Diacono

En la primera lectura de este fin de semana, escuchamos
la historia de los comienzos del ministerio del didcono.
La palabra didcono proviene de la palabra griega para
servicio, diakonia.

Como se nos dice en los Hechos de los Apodstoles,

el ministerio nacié de un conflicto cultural. Mientras

que todo el original discipulos eran judios, algunos
hablaban arameo como Jesus, otros hablaban griego.

No solo eran sus idiomas diferentes, pero sus culturas
eran diferentes. Los hablantes de griego afirmaban que
sus viudas no estaban siendo tratados igual a los hablantes
de arameo. Y asf, los Apdstoles, ejerciendo su papel de
lideres decididos que se debe establecer un nuevo
ministerio. Los que hablan griego deben nombrar a siete
de ellos que serfan responsables de asegurarse de que se
satisfagan las necesidades de las viudas que hablan griego.
Los Apostoles entonces podrian concentrarse en la
predicacion y la ensefianza.

A lo largo de los siglos, el ministerio se habia ido
convertirse en nada mas que un paso en el camino al

la ordenacion sacerdotal. En 1972 el Papa Pablo VI
revivié el ministerio como una de las tres 6rdenes de la
Iglesia. Todos aquellos que deseen convertirse en
sacerdotes deben primero ser ordenados didconos.

A estos los llamamos diaconos de transicién. También
estan aquellos que son ordenados para servir como
diaconos permanentes. Al igual que los sacerdotes, no
son ordenados para servir a una parroquia en particular,
sino a toda la di6cesis. En la ordenacion, toman la misma
promesa de respeto y obediencia al Obispo y sus
sucesores.

En nuestros 50 afios como parroquia, tres hombres de la
parroquia han sido ordenados para servir como diaconos
permanentes.

Hoy, al recordar la historia del ministerio, la Iglesia invita
a hombres maduros de fe a considerar la posibilidad de
que Dios los llame al servicio como didcono permanente.
En la Diécesis de Richmond, aquellos que buscan ser
diaconos deben tener al menos 31 afios y ser ciudadanos o
residentes permanentes de los EE. UU. en el momento de
ser admitidos en el programa de formacién. Deben haber
recibido el Bautismo, la Confirmacién y la Eucaristia y ser
miembros activos de la parroquia.

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Sacraments Q&A: Baptism

Q: How do I go about scheduling a Baptism for my child?
A: To request the Sacrament of Baptism for your child who is 6
years old or younger:

e  Complete an information form which you can obtain either
by stopping by the office or by contacting Sandra Chicas as
schicas@staugustinerva.org

e Once you have turned in your information form, Ms. Chicas
will let you know available dates for Baptism and for the
Baptismal Preparation session.

e  Parents and godparents must attend a Baptism preparation
session

e  Godparents must provide a godparent form attesting that
they fulfill the requirements to be Baptismal Godparents. If
they are from St. Augustine’s, they can stop by the office to
complete and sign the form or they can complete and sign
the form when they come to the Baptismal preparation ses-
sion. If they are not from St. Augustine’s, they should con-
tact their parish and explain that they have been asked to be
Baptismal Godparents and have been asked to provide a
form attesting that they fulfill the requirements; their parish
will be able to provide a form which they can forward.

e  Baptisms are typically celebrated in English on the first Sun-
day of the month after the 9am Mass.

If your child is 7 years old or older, s/he is considered to be of
age to prepare for the Sacraments of Initiation you will need to
register your child for the preparation program when registrations
are held for Sacramental Preparation and Religious Education
programs for children and youth in the Summer month (typically
July and August until full). Registration dates are announced in
May.
