FROM THE PASTOR

Prayer for Christian Unity

Thursday, Jan. 18, began the week of Prayer for
Christian Unity. On our Facebook page we have
been following the recommendations of the Bish-
ops’ Conference. We can often forget that Jesus
did not come to establish merely a bunch of indi-
vidual followers, but to found a Church, a com-
munity of disciples who were all one family.

For the first millennium, we lived as one Church,
what we now call the Catholic Church. Then
there was what is called “The Great Schism” in
which the Church was split into two parts: what
we call the Orthodox church in the east, and the
Catholic church in the west. The west remained
united for another 500 years until the 16th
Century when the factures that we now accept

as normal formed.

The year January 18-25, we are called to pray with
all our hearts for the restoration on the unity that
Jesus intended and intends for His Church. Each
year the Bishops’ Conference chooses a theme.
The theme this year comes from Luke “You shall
love the Lord your God... and your neighbor as
yourself."

How can we preach a gospel of unity and peace,
when we do not live it? We must first believe
that unity is possible. We must want it. And we
must pray for it. Only with the help of God and
especially the Holy Spirit can the Church return
to be truly the ONE, holy, catholic and apostolic
Church established by Christ.
