Prayer for the Leaders 

 

In the First Letter to Timothy we hear, “First of all,  
then, I ask that supplications, prayers, petitions, and 
thanksgivings be offered for everyone, for kings and for 
all in authority, that we may lead a quiet and tranquil life  
in all devotion and dignity.” Paragraph 70 of the General 
Instruction to the Roman Missal calls for us in the general 
intercessions at mass to pray for four categories of people. 
The second is always “for public authorities and the  
salvation of the whole world.”  

As of this writing, it would appear that we the people have 
elected Donald Trump to be the next president of the 
United States of America. Today Joseph Biden is OUR 
president. On January 20, Donald Trump will become 
OUR president. It does not matter whether you voted for 
him or not.
