This week, we witnessed a tragedy as our neighboring 
parish, St. James in Hopewell, lost their church to a fire. 
It is a reminder to all of us of how, in an instant, our 
property or our lives can be gone. It is also a reminder 
that we are not the true owners but merely the stewards. 
Everything we have is a gift from God, and we have the 
duty to care for it and use it responsibly. 
 
Thankfully, we have a company called Catholic Mutual 
that oversees the insurance for the Diocese of Richmond 
and many other dioceses around the country. They  
provide us with a multitude of resources to guide us in 
maintaining the safety and security of our buildings. 
- 
I have instructed Ramón Dávila, who coordinates  
our maintenance, to complete a thorough review in  
accordance with the Fire Safety Checklist provided  
by Catholic Mutual, and to ensure that we are in full  
compliance with their guidance as well as that of  
Chesterfield County. 
 
This will undoubtedly require change, and I am fully 
aware of how much we all hate change. I am also aware 
that some people are going to be unhappy. However, 
“Father, we’ve always done that” or “Father, that is part 
of our culture” cannot be an excuse for failing to follow 
fire safety protocols. 
 
All it takes is one fire, and it can all be gone. I beg you all 
to please help us protect the property, and more  
importantly, the people that God has entrusted to  
our care.
